Request ALL official transcripts be sent to Tennessee Tech Admissions
as soon as possible (including terms in progress). Make sure that you
have final grades sent once they are posted. Please send to the mailing
address listed below.

The grade point average (GPA) used for Admissions purposes will
include grades earned at all previous institutions.

Students who have NOT earned 24 hours of transferrable work should
also submit a high school transcript or GED scores (along with ACT
and/or SAT scores). Students who have not successfully completed
college-level math or English courses must follow ACCUPLACER
testing guidelines.

Applicants will be notified of their admission status after all credentials
have been received and evaluated. Tentative admission may be granted
on the basis of partial transcripts if the quality of work is clearly
acceptable. Final admission is granted only after all official transcripts
and credentials are received. Admission decisions will be mailed to the
address provided by the student. You may also check your application
status by logging back into your application.

Only the credit, and not the grade, will transfer for academic and
graduation purposes.
