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University Academic Integrity
Committee decides by majority vote
one of three options:

1. No violation occurred; Student
held harmless, and no penalty
goes into effect

2. Violation occurred; uphold
recommended penalties, and
penalties go into effect

3. Violation occurred; reduce
recommended penalties, and
reduced penalties go into effect

The AlO emails appeal hearing
outcome to Student, Instructor,
Course Dean, Major Dean, Registrar,
and Associate Provost
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
